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CHINESE INTERMEDIATE CLASS STUDENTS

I have been taking charge of the middle level class of the Chinese
Language from last year. But at first I was quite worried about
assuming this post since this was the first experience in my life
and my predecessor, Li Yi Lun, was a well-experienced teacher.
Yet, | made a good start thanks to the TIC’s kind staff and the
ardent students. I am now conducting the class with full of joy.

I would like to briefly introduce the jolly and serious students in
my class, although my observation may be a bit biased.

\/Mo: He has many hobbies including fishing, making of speci-
men, drawing and Tai Chi Chuan. He always takes memos
seriously during the class and is interested in difficult questions
including grammar.

\/Sa: He has the deep knowledge about the Chinese history,
travelled to many places in China, and may be more conversant
with the things Chinese than I; a really jolly person often asking
funny questions in the class.

V/I: She is interested in language, studying not only Chinese but
Spanish as well and she has written difficult compositions in
Spanish. She likes literature.

VYo D: She is a new member who has joined the class from last
year who likes traveling, mountain climbing and appears to be
more stronger physically than others in the class. Her Chinese
pronunciation is beautiful and can make a good presentation that
I can fully listen without resorting to the original text.

V/K: She is also a new member who has joined the class from last
year and a jolly student. She is high in the practical capability of
the Chinese conversation, so I believe that she can survive in
China better than any other member in the class. And it is really
amazing that she knows many Chinese four-letter idioms.

\/Mi: “Doctor of Toys”. He is the most skillful in the class. He
does not have a long history of studying Chinese language
compared to the other students, but his speedy improvement can
be readily understood because he repeats words carefully while
always voicing them out.

The composition for
speech is easy to comprehend. The sentences which he makes
every time are quite beautiful and really amazing.

He
sometimes invites me to go out. He is the most serious student in
tackling the test in the class, and knows many words and expres-
sions that Chinese people use frequently.

V/Ya: She has the hobbies of flower arrangement and flower
design. She was a student until last year, quite and does not speak
a lot in the class. She was a telephone operator at the village of
athletes of the Olympic games held in Tokyo in 1964.

\/N:She is the most energetic student and speaks very beautiful
Japanese. She always attend the class, speaks Chinese carefully
and told me that she spends her time at hot springs during summer
in the recent years.
