The city enacted the "Tama City Ordinance for Guaranteeing the Rights of Children and Youth, Promoting their
Support and Activities" so that everyone in Tama City can deepen their understanding of the rights of children and
young people, and so that all children and young people can find their unique qualities and grow.

\What kind of ordinance is it?)
Everyone involved in Tama City will create a community that values children and young people, leaving no one
behind! We aim to build a town where all children and young people can grow with hope for the future, while rec-
ognizing themselves and each other.

Protect the rights of children and youth. Provide support continuously. Enable them to express their f i
opinions and participate in community development.

THOSE AGED 18 AND 19 YEARS WILL BECOME ADULTS FROM APRIL 1, 2022

With the enforcement of the revised Civil Code, the adulthood age has been lowered. When you become an
“adult”, you will be able to do many things without parental or guardian consent, but you must also take responsi-
bility for those things by yourself. Why don’t you take this opportunity to think about what it is like to be an “adult”?
ATarget age for “Coming-of-Age Ceremony” remains 20 yrs. old. ‘ Inquiries: Jido Seishonen-ka @042-338-6917,
Considering the situation in other municipalities and the period of examinations and employment, it was decided to
continue the target age "20 years old" even after 2023.

Once you become an adult, you can sign contracts on your own initiative, and even high school students can take
out loans and get credit cards without the consent of parents or other legal representatives. However, as an adult,
they are no longer able to revoke the rights based on the "minor’s right of revocation™ under the Civil Code. Please
be careful not to get into trouble caused by malicious business practices targeting new adults.

IS IT SAFE TO BELIEVE? THOSE MONEY-MAKING SCHEME

“I found a home-based job on a side business website that says, ‘Anyone can earn 500,000 yen a month immediate-
ly’. When I inquired about it, | was told that it was a resale job that would cost 300,000 yen in support fees, but |
can get my money back right away.” However, the number of troubles increases since there is no such thing as an
easy way to earn a high income. If you think that the story is not true, do not sign the contract and reject it once and
for all. Even if you say that you don’t have money, you may be advised to pay by credit card or borrow money.
Beware not to sign a contract for a debt.
